National Endewment for the Arss is the fed-
eral agency that supports the visual, literary
and performing arts to benefit alf Americans.
Its mission is to serve the American people —
by fostering artistic excellence and helping to
develop the nation’s finest creative talent; by preserving and
transmitting our diverse culrural :
heritage; by making the arts more
accessible to all Americans, young,
old, or disabled, living in rural
towns or major ¢ities; by promot-
ing the vitality of arts institutions;
and by helping to make the arts in-
trinsic to education,
The Arts Endowment serves as
2 catalyst to inctease opportunities
for artists and resources for arts or-
ganizations. It also spurs involve-
ment in the arts by citizens, public
and private organizations, and the
states and local communities.

How the Agency Functions

THE ENDOWMENT SERVES THE
American public by providing fi-
nancial assistance to artists and
nonprofit arts organizations, The
agency also awards grants to other
public arts agencies at the stare,
local and regional levels. The
Endowment receives applications
for more than four times as many
grants as it can support. After
being processed by the appropriate program staff, applica-
tions go through a three-step process:

First, they are reviewed by an advisory panel, which is a
continually rotating committee composed of experts from
the field and a knowledgeable layperson. The panel reviews
applications in closed session, and then, in open session, pro-
vides guidance on general policy, procedures, and the pro-

grams’ guidelines for the following year. During application
review, the panel discusses applications and support materials
in light of the review criteria in the existing guidelines, and
makes recommendations for funding,

The panels’ recommendations are forwarded to the
National Council on the Arts for its review in open meeting
at which individual grant applications and supporting mate-
rials may be discussed. The
National Council makes its recom-
mendations to the Chairman of
the Arts Endowment on applica-
tions recommended for funding,
and makes decisions on those to be
rejected.

The Chairman of the Endow-
ment then decides whether or not
to fund applications recommended
by the Council.

National Council on the Arts

and patronage. Representing the variety of artistic disciplines
and genres in America, collectively the Council transcends sin-
gle artistic interests as well as narrow geographic, ethnic and

philosophic bounds.

In addition to making funding recommendations, the
Council advises the Chairman on policies, programs and
procedures. Council members serve six-year terms, staggered
so that roughly one-third of the Council membership rotates
every two years.

serve on the advisory peer panels. The panelists represent
many aesthetic and cultural viewpoints, providing a cross-
section of American experience and artistic opinion. Panels
typically include artists, arts administrators, board mem-
bets, critics, atts educators and knowledgeable laymen.

Nominations for panelists can come from any source in-
cluding the public at large; from artists, organizations, and
leaders in the arts field; from members of Congress; and from
Endowment staff and Council members. Appointments to
panels are made by the Endowment chairman. Membership
on the panels rotates regularly, as no member may serve more
than three years consecutively, Panelists may not serve on a
panel for program categories in which they have a pending
application.

Methods of Funding

CRANT MONEY AUTHORIZED BY CONGRESS COMES TG
the Endowment as Program Funds, Treasury Funds and
Challenge grant funds. Most direct grants to organizations
and individuals come from Program Funds. Program grants
to arts organizations must be matched at least dollar-for-dol-
lar with funds received from other sources. Grants to indi-
viduals do not require matching funds.

Treasury Fund grants, designed to help applicants in-
crease ot sustain non-Federal contributions, generally must
be matched with at least three non-Federal dollars for each
Federal dollar.

Grants from the Challenge Program, which must be
martched on at least a three-to-
one basis, stimulate support
for significant projects with
long-term impact. Ranging up
t0 $1 million, Challenge
grants fund projects that pro-
mote expanded artistry, en-
hanced access and art appreci-
ation, and strengthened arts
support S}’Stems.

Impact of Endowment Grants

EVERY GRANT DIRECTLY
benefits the grantee and thus
the grantee's home commu-
nity and state. On the aver-
age, more than a quarter of
the Endowment’s funding
suppotts projects whose im-
pact extends beyond the
home state of the recipient.
Typically, about 8 percent of
the Endowment’s grant dollars support projects whose
benefits extend to the region of the grantee. With even
broader effect, more than 20 percent of Endowment grant
funds supported projects of naticnal impact. Many of
these served audiences nationwide through radio or TV
broadcasting, publications or recordings. Others reached
wide audiences through touring — of a dance company
or a sculpture exhibition, for example. Still other grants
had a national impact on their arts field by providing
management or technical assistance, professional training,
career development, research or information.

THIS REPORT COVERS THE FISCAL YEAR THAT ENDED
September 30, 1992. During that period the Art Endow-
ment awarded 4,141 grants, entered into 78 cocperative
agreements, and participated in six interagency agreements.
As the Financial Summary shows, the agency obligated
$141,040,581 in Program, Treasury and miscellaneous
funds, and an additional $13,522,556 in Challenge funds for
a total of $154,563,137 to support artists, cultural organiza-
tions and state and local arts agencies in FY "92,

The Programs section of this report covers grants
awarded within specific arts disciplines and for particular
arts activities, such as the Dance Program and Presenting &
Commissioning Program. The Public Partnership section
covers grants awarded primarily to other public agencies,
especially regional, state and local arts agencies. The Policy,
Planning, Research & Budget section covers a variety of
special offices, including those that supported arts adminis-
tration fellowships, research, special constituencies and
international activities.

Within the first three parts of this report, each chapter
opens with introductory information on the pertinent office
or Program. Then, typically, the chapter lists all that
Program’s grants, grouped by category. The grants are
described individually as are the funding categories.

Most grants are awarded from Program Funds. In cases
thar include money from Treasury Funds, which generally
must be matched 3 to 1 with nonfederal funds, the figure
marked “TF” notes the amount. The number in brackets
following each description, e.g. [92-5443-0131], is the grant
identification number. A fraction of the agency’s awards are
made in the form of cooperative agreements to support pro-
jects in which the Endowment has special oversight or in-
volvement, such as the Mayors” Institute on City Design.
Cooperative agreements are numbered in a separate series,
with the prefix “DCA.”

The Endowment Chairman has statutery authority to
award grants of up to $30,000 in emergency situations or
cases of unusual opportunity (generally following a panel's
recommendation). After the award of these grants, designated
as Extraordinary Action grants, the Council reviews them.

Rosters of the panels that reviewed the applications follow
the grant [ists in each chapter. A panel’s name is usually the
same as the grant category. However, some panels review
more than one category of applications. In cases where the
review panel’s name differs from that of the category, the
panel rame is given after the grant description. Panels desig-
nated I and 11, A and B, etc. occur whete pools of panelists
and applications were split to meet Congressional require-

Occasionally, when circumstances dictated the use of a special
panel to review a small number of applications, this panel’s
members are listed immediately after the grant description.

Applications in the Challenge and Advancement Programs
generally are reviewed first by panels from the appropriate
Programs. Recommended applications are then forwarded to
Challenge and Advancement panels composed of representa-
tives from Program panels. In the Challenge and Advance-
ment chapters, these combined panels appear first, since they
make the final recommendations to the National Council.
The lists of individual Program panels foliow.

In addirion to the panels that review applications, most
Programs have Overview panels, which consider field-wide
programs and policy issues and recommend changes in pro-
gram guidelines. Since these panels generally do not review
applications, they are listed separately, after the Policy,
Planning, Research and Budget chapter.

Financial Summaries conclude the book. The first part of
this section reviews funds obligated in FY "92. The section

RODIGIOUS CREATIVITY AND BOLD EXPLORA-

tion mark the history of dance in America,

American dance has won international acclaim for

its innovation across an unmatched range of classi-
cal and contemporary forms, 2nd for the profusion and vital-
ity of its traditions. New forms and fusions have arisen out
of the cross-fertilization of concert, folkloric, theatrical and
vernacular dance. In FY 1992 the Dance Program continued
to invest in the creativity of the dance field through grants to
choreographers and dance companies.

The individual choreographet is central to the develop-
ment of dance. This year the Program provided support to
47 professional choreographers whose work has attained
national excellence in a variety of idioms including African
American, Asian American, ballet, classical Asian Indian,
clogging, ice dancing, jazz, modern, post-modern, Spanish,
social, tap, and others. These grants enabled artists to pay
dancers, rent space for rehearsals and performance, rework
materials, and prepare new choreography.

Among the recipients, Jimmy Gamonet de los Heros,
resident choreographer with the Miami City Ballet, planned
to use his three-year fellowship to deepen his knowledge of
musical styles and 1o commission scores from composers.
Sukanya Rahman Wicks of Orr’s Island, ME, who received a
two-year fellowship in recognition: of her mastery of classical
Asian Indian dance forms, planned to complete a book
about her dancing family as 2 first step towards a solo
narrative program. Dorothy Jungels, a two-year grantee in
Providence, R, planned to continue collaborating with her
company, a composer, and a physics teacher to further de-
velop “The Science Project.” This program uses dance to
teach physics in public schools and combines physics with
dance in performances.

The year’s Dance Company Grants ensured seasonal sup-
port to 120 outstanding dance companies in 22 states, the

I4 National Endowment for the Arrs

District of Columbia, Puerto Rice, and the Virgin Istands.
These grants provided support for a variety of activities in-
cluding the creation of new work, education, touring, and
home season productions. Artists Eiko and Koma of New
York received funds to create a new work involving new
music accompaniment by Native Americans and for touring
activity, including performances in California, Minnesota
and Colorado. The African American company Munm
received support to produce a work in its home city of
Chicagoe and to tout sites in the south, including historically
black colleges. ODC/San Francisco was awarded support to
create a new work in collaboration with the musician Bobby
McFerrin, and for a collaborative presentation with the
Minnesota Orchestra.

The Grants to Dance Presenters category assured quality
programming and residency activities for artists and com-
panies throughout the United States. Some 63 presenting
organizations across the country received funds to support
dance presentation, associated outreach and education, and
the commissioning of new work in the 1992-93 season.

An array of 33 dance setvice projects received grants in
the General Services to the Field category. Recipients in-
cluded national, regional, and local service organizations,
performance spaces, and other arts organizations. Funds
assisted documentation and research services; the provision
of performance and rehearsal spaces; technical, financial and
management services; education projects; communication
within the dance field; and promotion of public appreciation
of dance.

Underscoring the importance of dance in early childhood
development, the Original Ballets Foundation was awarded
funds to support the activities of the New Ballet School, pro-
viding New Yerk City public school children with free ballet
training and refated educational services. These children,
most of them economically disadvantaged, would otherwise
not have access to professional dance training. The school,

a national model, auditions 15,000 stadents and enrolls
500 annually,

Dance/Film/Video grants promoted the use of film and
video to creatively preserve, enhance, and expand the art of
dance. Several projects highlighted dance pioneers and mas-

ters. Dance Pioneers in Santa Cruz, CA, for example, was
awarded funds to document the life and work of Donald
McKayle, a performer and choreographer who has helped
redefine the role of black artists on the American stage.

The Special Projects category supported modet projects
that advance the dance art form, The Dance Heritage
Initiative, a special pilot to support exemplary projects that
document and preserve America’s dance heritage, awarded a
grant to the Earth Circle Association in Mt. Shasta, CA.
One of the first grants awarded through this initiative, this
project was designed to support the restoration and docu-
mentation of the teaching of five Native American tradi-
tional dances from the tribes along the Klamath River in
Northern California: the Brush Dance, Flower Dance, Jump
Dance, Protection Dance, and White Deerskin Dance. Over
a two-year period, teachers and students will learn dances,
songs and chants, and how to reconstruct regalia. Video-
tapes of the reaching will then be made available to scholars
and students.

The Program continued to invest in ongoing model pro-
jects of national and international impact. The Dance
Theatre Workshop’s National Performance Network helped
22 dance artists and companies conduct one- and two-week
residencies through 51 performing arts organizations and
community centers in 26 cities—more than anticipated.
“Alive TV,” an eight-week public relevision series produced
by KTCA in. St. Paul, produces and acquires dance programs
thar reach thousands of viewers nationwide, It also offers col-
laborative opportunities for dance and media artists to en-
liven dance through the medium of television.

Dance On Tour is a collaboration with the Presenting
and Commissioning Program and the State and Regional
Program in partnership with regional arts organizations and
state arts agencies to enhance dance touring and presentation
nationwide. This year the Dance Program’s Dance On Tour
grant to the Mid-America Arts Alliance included a spectal
initiarive to offer the Alvin Ailey American Dance Theatre to
two target communities in Arkansas and Oklahoma.

The Design Arts Program supports excellence in the disciplines of
architecture, landscape architecture, urban and regional plan-
ning, historic preservation, interior design, and graphic, indus-
trial, and product design. Working through a combination of
grants and leadership activities, it strives to make the American
public more aware of the benefirs of good design by promoting
informed design discussion and criticism. The program also
links the public with valuable design resources and encourages
design approaches that stimulate creativity while celebrating de-
sign beritage. Generally, the grants program supports the work
of professional designers seeking to expand or improve design
practice, while leadership activities emphasize public education
and the delivery of competent design praciice to the public.

NVESTMENT IN THE LONG-TERM HEALTH OF
Ametican design was the focus of Design Arts initiative
activity in FY 1992. To help Americans become more
aware of the importance of the design process and its re-
sults, the program continued to emphasize quality design in
the public realm. Long-term invest-
ments in the education of decision-
makers who influence the public
spaces in which we all live is a pro-
gram priority. The Mayors’ Institute

= s cm A= cm
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America. “Your Town — Designing Its Future,” a training
seminar fot non-designers making design and planning deci-
sions for rural communities, imparts to participants the fun-
damentals of design quality and how to achieve it.

A new initiative in design education launched this year
will continue for several years. Learning Through Design was
conceived because the potential of design to motivate and em-
power students — to hone their creative problem-solving and
critical thinking skills — is often overlooked. This initiative
aims to increase the awareness of design as a catalyst for learn-
ing among education leaders and innovators and to stimulate
wider integration of design threughout K-12 curricula. Prime
examples of learning through design in public elementary and
secondary schools (in whatever subject areas and grade levels
they occur) will serve as a foundation document for a meeting
of educators who will be asked to develop strategies for the
greater integration of design throughour the curriculum. A
publication summarizing the findings and recommendations
for a long-term reform agenda will be prepared in 1993 and

distributed to a variety of educators,

on City Design, which offers a short
course on urban design principles for
elected officials, continues to be held
yearly. Two national institutes are

Likewise, the Program continues to invest in the Design
for Housing Forum, a project initiated in 1990 which reveals
the benefits of good design to developers, bankers, housing of-
ficials, and others involved in the affordable housing industry.
Four regional workshops a year bring representatives of the
housing community from sixteen different cities to learn
about quality design and how to achieve it within the context
of long-range community planning. Another Design Arts ini-
tiative that invests in the public realm focuses on rural

products and design services, Each year, the government
spends more than $40 billion on design and construction ac-
tivities ranging from erecting bridges, highways, housing,

and office buildings to producing stamps, publications and
exhibitions. The Design Arts Program helps Federal agencies
neet this public responsibility through its Federal Design
Improvement Program (FDIP) which was initiated by
President Nixon in 1972 and has been supported by every ad-
ministration since. Among FDIP activities this year were
Round HI of the Presidential Design Awards Program which
recognizes design excellence in projects created or sponsored
by Federal agencies. “From Mars to Main Street: America
Designs, 1965-1990,” an exhibition intended to help the pub-

lic see, evaluate, and more actively shape federal design,
opened this year at the National Building Museum in
Washington and will continue there through 1993. In-depth
presentations of 2 variety of Federal design projects reveal the
undetlying problem-solving process through a variety of two-
and three-dimensional visuals, videos, historical artifaets, and
contemporary objects,

In addition to grant dollars invested in industrial design,
the Program supports the Design Management Instirute {DMI}
as it develops <ase studies of corporate design management for
integration into business school curricula following the case
method developed by the Harvard Business School. DMI en-
gages professors to undertake field-based research, draft cases
and test them in classreoms, and prepare teaching notes for a
core collecticn of case studies for distribution to business and
engineering schools. Examples of case study topics or companies
selected thus far include Bahco Tools, Braun, Canon, Digital,
Sony, GE Plastics, Steelcase, Miata, Polaroid, and Techscan.
Design Arts also supports Carnegie-Mellon University’s
Department of Design in the development of a series of video
tapes and instruction workbooks to help business managers un-
derstand product design, its role in competitiveness, and strate-
gies for implementing seund design management practices.

Aside from grant moneys devoted to professional develop-
ment, the Program also invests in the field by providing infor-
mation on design projects, activities, professionals, and organi-
zations throughour America accumulated through program
initiatives, grants, panelists, staff, and other design organiza-
tions. Through its computerized information service and pub-
lications, Design Access establishes links among discipline-spe-
cific design services and directs users to existing resources. The
exchange of design information and expertise will be increased
by improving communications among Federal, state and local
agencies, and associations and institutions concetned with de-
sign issues. Information about these professional design organi-
zations’ activities is made available along with information
about Endowment leadership activities viz this new outreach
program, which maintains a library of current design literature
that is available to the public.

A Heritage Conservation grant to the New-York Historical
Society helps preserve the papers of architect Cass Gilbert,
including these drawings of two Manhattan landmarks, the
Custon: House {facing page] and Woolworth Tower.

The Expansion Arts Program supports arts of a high standard
Jor and among the ethnic groups that make wp the mosaic of
American culture. The Program does this primarily by aiding
community-based grganizations that encaurage proféssional
artists in those commtunities to make, present and teach art.

These artists, as varied as America itself; represent an array of
traditionalists and modernists. This not only enhances the qual-
ity of life in communities that are ofien economically depressed,
it also presents the work 1o growing mainstream audiences.

HE EXPANSION ARTS PROGRAM IS ONE OF THE

Arts Endowment’s most potent means of invest-

ing in rural and inner-city communities alike.

The Program funds arts organizations that stabi-
lize neighborhoods and stimulate economic development. In
San Antonio, for example, the Guadalupe Cuirural Center
anchors the cultural life of one of the city’s largest and poor-
est batrios. Since the renovation of the Center in 1984, ac-
tivity in the arts complex has attracted several businesses to
the area. This in turn led to 2 $3 millien redevelopment pro-
ject that currently includes 2 market, plaza area, literacy cen-
ter, private pharmacy and several medical offices.

Bushfire Theatre, located in a depressed area of Philadel-
phia, had such success with the renovation of an old movie
theater that the city gave it an entire block of deserted build-
ings to develop. Bushfire now owns the whole block which,
in addition to a prascenium theater, houses two 75-seat per-
forming arts spaces, meeting rooms (which are rented out at
nominal rates to community groups), a row house that pro-
vides short-term housing for guest artists, and an arts “marr.”

Not only do some Expansion Arts grantees help stabilize
communities, bur they also preserve traditions and intreduce
the artistic heritage of many cultures to new and varied
audiences. Houston's Asian-American Festival, for example,
features the traditional dance and music of a dozen Asian
cultures.

While the creation and presentation of new work Is an in-
valuable cultural stimulus in insulated or isolated communi-
ties, Expansion Arts grantees also assist individuals who are
at-risk because of economic and educational conditions. A
noteworthy grantee is the St. Francis Music Center in rural
Minnesota, which offers intensive music instruction to youth
in a depressed area of the state. Many students go on to
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major in music at distinguished colleges and conservatories.
Similarly, the Christina Community Center in Wilmington,
DE operates a successful program to improve the self-esteem
of poor, single mothers and teenage parents through instruc-
tien in the arts.

In an effort to help organizations to better manage their
growth, the Program operates the Organizational Devel-
opment Pilot (ODP). Now in its third and final year, this
category helped a number of arts presenting organizations
hire and mainrain core artistic and administrative personnel
in a time when such staffs are difficult to retain. With an
ODP grant, the Carter G. Weodson Foundation in Newark,
NJ, which presents artists of color throughout the region,
was able to hire a marketing ditector and box office manager
and to completely modetnize box office operations. Not only
did the foundartion increase their artists” bookings, but the
grant generated considerable revenue for the crganization
through funds generated by memberships, subscriptions and
congract fees.

The Services categoty respands to organizations of re-
gional or national significance that offer support to expan-
sion arts organizations and to artists. In FY "92, a2 $22,000
grant to ATLATL in Phoenix, AZ supported a conference
that featured artists’ showcases and workshops on marketing,
exhibiting and other activities. Over 100 Native Ametican
artists attended. ATLATL offers a program of technical assis-
tance for Native American artists, publishes a newsletter,
Native-American Update, and coordinates a cultural exhibi-
tlon service.

The Rural Arts Initiative also helps small arts organiza-
tions become more stable through a regranting parenership
with State Arts Agencies. The Maine Arts Commission re-
ceived a matching grant of $40,000, and plans to regrant
twice that amount to organizations in the state that had
achieved considerable programming success and were seek-
ing to advance administrarively.

Thus the Expansion Arts Program employs a variety of
strategies in its efforts to promote greater access to the full
palette of artistic expression in America. Its grantee roster re-
flects the population of our nartion, allewing all people to
converse through the aits, to evolve through the arts, w learn
through the arts and to develop their communities through
the arts.

The Folk Arts Program supporss the raditional arss practiced by
groups of people who share an ethnic heritage, occupation, lan-
guage, religion, or geographic area. Its special responsibility is to
encourage aris that have endured through several generations,
that carry a sense of community aesthetic, and that embody
creative excellence. The Program assists and honors men and
women who demonstrate the highest traditional artistic knowl-
edge and skills. It supports the cultural activities of traditional
cammunities. It helps to make the sophistication, vivacity and
significance of our multicultural heritage available to wider
andiences.

HE FOLK ARTS ARE PROFQUND EXPRESSIONS

of the values, way of life, and heritage that each

of us shares with others. Over time, common in-

terests and aesthetic sensibilities that unite us give
rise to forms of art that speak to our mutuality and that
often symbolize the group from which they emerge. Thus
the major “institutions” that sustain the folk arts are social
ones: family, ethnicity, eccupational group, local commu-
nity, and the like. Investing human and material resources
in strengthening the folk arts means supporring those forms
of artistic expression that spring from our own deepest val-
ues; it also means investing in the most fundamental bonds
that give our society both strength and vitality.

In FY "92, this Program supported groups reflecting a
wide cultural diversity and representing a rich variety of ef-
forts to identify, assist, and present their own traditional
artists and to affirm the ties between artist and community.
Grants in the Folk Arts Organizations category supported
such things as local celebrations, exhibits, training programs,
and artists’ conferences.

The Old Lincoln County Cowboy Retnion in Glencoe,
NM brought southern New Mexicans together to celebrate
the traditional poetry, music, and crafts of their regional
ranching life. The exhibit “Basket-Trees/Basket Makers,”
displaying various styles of Native American basketry in
Maine and discussing environmental threats to the natural
raw materials used in basketmaking, toured sites in rural
Maine accessible to tribal people. A conference of Native
American basketweavers, sponsored by the North Columbia
Schoolhouse in California’s Humboldr County, was the
largest gathering in memory of artists from many small tribes
of the region. Together they identified and rook action to
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solve many problems of mutual concern, including access to
basketmaking materials. The dance presenter Jacob’s Pillow
in Massachusetts organized a residency by Cambodian
American dancers and musicians from around the nation for
a week of intense training, rehearsing, and performing,

The State Apprenticeship category aims to bolster con-
tinuity between generations — the lifeline of the folk arts.
This year 28 grants wete awarded by the Endowment to
state-based apprenticeship programs which in turn offer ap-
prenticeship funding opportunities throughout their states.
From Alaska ro Mississippi and from Montana to Texas,
hundreds of journeyman-level practitioners were given the
chance to spend a period of time in close, one-on-one study
with a master of their traditional art form.

Another major concers: of the Program is to give all
Americans access to the magnificently varied forms of tra-
ditional artistic expression found throughour the United
States. Discovering each other’s time-honored forms of art
provides challenging and stimulating experiences that both
open new avenues of thought and creativity and invite us
to value our diversity. To invest in opportunities that ex-
pand our capacity to understand one another is to invest in
the social fabric and creative potential of our nation.

The National Folk Festival in Johnstown, PA continued
to attract audiences of ever 100,000. More than 200,000
people attended the Lowell {Massachusetts) Folk Festival, a
record number for any folk event. An innovative “tent tour”
organized by the Centrum Foundation in Washington state
presented focal and national folk musicians — Anglo,
African American, Louisiana Creole, and Mexican American
— under a tent-sheltered mobile stage in rural sites where
such performances were otherwise unavailable, The
Tennessee Banjo Institute, sponsored by the Old Time
Music and Dance Foundation, attracted accomplished banjo
players from many parts of the country.

The 1992 recipients of the National Heritage Fellowship
award were a vivid embodiment of the diverse nature of
American cuiture and the high leve] of accomplishment at-
tained by traditional artists of many backgrounds. The rela-
tively modest investment in these fellowships has paid off
many times over in the national attention and tribute given
to these distinguished traditional masters, many of whom
otherwise might have gone unrecognized and unrewarded
for their contributions to our nation’s cultural [ife.

The Literature Program provides a link between writers and
readers, encourages wider audiences for contemporary literature,
helps support nonprofit publishers and organizations that foster
Iiterature as a professional pursust, and assists individual cre-
ative writers of excellence or promise.

ACH YEAR THE ARTS ENDOWMENT INVESTS

in the cultivation of America’s finest contemporary

creative writing. About half of the Literature

Program’s funds supports Fellowships for Creative
Writers and Translation Projects. This Program has become
the single largest source for writers’ grants in the nation. For
the writers, these fellowships allow them to set aside time for
writing, research, or other activities that advance their careers.

In 1992, funds were available to award 90 grants of
$20,000 each ro writers of poetry and prose, Since 1966,
the Program has awarded more than 1700 fellowships to
American writers and has had a tremendous impact on
contemporary letters. As applications and accompanying
manuscripts are judged by a “blind” review process, writers
reflecting all facets of our pluralistic society have received
fellowships, often in the early stages of their careers.

In 1991 the Pulitzer Prize for Poetry, the Bobbit Prize at
the Library of Congress, and the National Book Awards in
both Poetry and Fiction went to writers who previously re-
ceived Endowment fellowships. Some 75 percent of National
Book Award nominees in 1991 and 1992 were former
Endowment fellows as well.

Six grants of $10,000 and two of $20,000 were awarded
for translation projects from other languages into English.
In our increasingly diverse nation, translation project
grants have become 2 timely cultural investment. Grants to
translators advance specific projects, such as the award to
Howard Geldblatt to support the translation from the
Chinese of Red Sorghum: A Family Saga, a novel by Mo
Yan (b. 1956), and that to Christopher Sawyer-Laucanno
to support the translation from the Spanish of Sobre fos
Angeles, 2 book of poems by Raphael Alberti (b. 1902).

Approximately one quarter of the Literature Program
budger supports Literary Publishing grants to nonprofit
magazines, small presses and the distribution networks that
link these publications to audiences across America. This
year 39 grants to literary magazines were awarded rotalling
$335,930, Thirty-one small presses were awarded grants to-
talling $758,000. Five disttibutors and wholesalers that send

these publications to bookstores, schools, libraries and indi-

viduals were awarded grants totalling $159,500. These
grants enable the Endowment to support 2 wide variety of
styles and genres reflecting the American experience.

Arte Publico Press, the premier publisher of Hispanic
Literature in North America, acquired rights to Victor
Villasenor’s Rain of Gold, after a major commercial publisher
wanted to limit content deemed too Spanish for American
readers. In Arte Publico’s hands, the acclaimed saga of the
Villasenor family scld nearly 20,000 hardcover copies, was
picked up by the Literary Guild Bock Club, had paperback
rights awarded here and in several foreign countries, and gar-
nered numerous awards. Popular demand led Milkweed
Editions to issue 2 second printing of Bapsi Sidhwa's
Cracking India after The New York Times Bock Review
chose it as a Notable Book for the year; Milloweed discovered
the manuscript after trade publishers failed to recognize its
potential. Milkweed’s ongoing success inctudes the recent
release of Bapsi Sidhwa's well-received The Crow Eaters and
her forthcoming American Brat. Time and time again small
presses exhibit a sensitivity to the American public that com-
mercial publishers cannot address.

Audience Development grants link writers and readers,
cither in reading series and residencies or through electronic
media such as audie 2nd video rapes. Community-based
literary centers such as The Loft, Inc. in Minnesota, just
Buffalo in New York state, and Woodland Pattern in Wis-
consin endeavor to develop audiences for contemporary
writing in underserved areas. A total of $442,806 was
awarded to 40 grantees.

The Endowment rewards innovative outreach as demon-
strated by the wide variety of grants in this category. Elders
Share the Arts brings quality literature to the elderly in
Brooklyn, NY through readings 2nd “hands on” workshops;
Thurber House in Columbus, OH offers Saturday morning
writing classes for children as 2 viable alternative to cartoons;
Heligate Writers sponsors tours by Montana writers in rural
communities throughout the state. Each grant awarded con-
tributes to the category’s overall mission: to expose culturaily
diverse audiences to living writers, invite community out-
reach, offer opportunities for educational impact, and ex-
plore new technologies for the preservation and dissemina-
tion of important literature.

Professional Development grants fand literary service orga-
nizations for projects of national significance to the field. In
FY 1992, 17 grants were awarded totalling $741,045.

The Media Arts program encourages the creativity of individual
artists working in film, velevision and radjo. It assisss organiza-
tions that bring the work of these artists to the public through
exhibition and broadeast, as well as organizations tha preserve
such work, It also provides nationwide access to the best of afl
the performing arts through support of programs on public radio
and public television.

HIS YEAR, THE MEDIA PROGRAM'S ARTS ON

Television category made several new invest-

ments, including a series on African American

artists, a series on the blues, a series on the his-
toty of jazz. The Arts on Radio category funded two new se-
ries; “Jazz from Lincoln Center” and “Folk Masters from
Wolftzap.”

All this was in addition to the steady and cumulative
commitment of the Program to such on-going series as
“American Playhouse,” “Alive TV,” “P.O.V.” {Point of
View), “Live from Lincoln Center,” and “The Metropolitan
Opera Presents.” These series constitute the single greatest
opportunity the Endowment provides for every citizen to lay
claim to the birthright of learning how the arts define and
confirm new facets of our potential, query our assumptions
and sublimate our fears and desires. Through these processes
the texwure of our culture is renovated and strengthened.

Several milestones were passed in 1992. “Great Petform-
ances,” the television magazine of the performing arts, cele-
brated its 20th anniversary. Jac Venza, the series executive
producer, was able to call on a galaxy of talents whose
confidence had been earned over the years — Mikhail
Baryishaikov, Twyla Tharp, Wendy Wasserstein, Meryl
Streep, Bernadette Peters, Bill Irwin, Blythe Danner, Peter
Martins, Matthew Broderick, and Quincy Jones. Through
“Great Performances” broadcasts, millions were aforded z2c-
cess to the best art this country can produce — from a docu-
mentary featuring the soprano Kathleen Bartle 2nd trumpet
player Wynton Marsalis rehearsing the music of Scarlatti,
Handel, and Bach to La Pastarela, the traditional shepherd’s
play performed by El Teatro Campesino and directed for
television by Luis Valdez,

This year saw an extraordinary eperatic triumph in the
production — and telecast — of John Corrigliano’s Ghosts of
Versailles, the first opera premiered by the Metropolitan
Opera in 25 years. A popular and critical triumph, the opera
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extended the 4,000 seats of the Mer’s house to nearly
7,000,000 nationally.

In 1992 the Arts Corps pilot project was completed as
eleven graduate student-artists spent six weeks in such places
as Newport, OR, and Macon, GA, where they developed their
projects in cooperation with local communities. A student at
the American Film Institute journeyed to Kodiak, AK, where
she worked with immigrant communities and taught Native
American teenagers the craft of documentary radio production
{an indispensable mode of communication between Alaska’s
far-flung villages). A student from the School of the Art
Institute of Chicago went to Georgetown, SC, to teach com-
munity workshops and begin producing a film of local oral
histories. The Arts Corps project was administered for the
Endowment by the National Assembly of Local Arts Agencics,
which has 2 membership of 3,000 organizations.

With the cosponsorship of corporate and private funders,
the ground-breaking childrens’ series “Behind the Scenes”
finally reached broadcast this fall after six years of develop-
ment. Children on and off the screen became intimate wit-
nesses and participants in the ten programs as such artists as
Max Roach, David Hockney and Wayne Thicbaud brought
an artwork from inception to completion. It was hoped that
this would be a breakthrough series in arts programming for
children. Judging from the responses of children and critics,
it was,

Concerned thar the best of radio arts be made available in
underserved communities, the rural radio initiative helped
small radio stations purchase from National Public Radio
and American Public Radio such series as “St. Paul Sunday
Morning” (classical music); “Afropop Worldwide™ (the pop-
ular music of the African diaspora); “Crossroads” (a maga-
zine drawn from America’s multiethni
